BATTLE OF THE BIBLES 

Let's begin with history and start with the deception of different 
Bible versions. In the Bible it's made very clear that changing the 
Bible will have consequences for the people changing it. 

Isaiah 8:20 
20 To the law and to the testimony: if they speak not according 
to this word, it is because there is no light in them. 

Revelation 22: 18 
18 For I testify unto every man that heareth the words of the 
prophecy of this book, If any man shall add unto these things, 
God shall add unto him the plagues that are written in this book. 

Which Bible translation is the best? Most people say that the 
modern ones are the best. With the modern Greek scholarship, a 
lot of the verses in the modern Bibles have better translations 
than the old versions because of better knowledge of Greek 
terminology. But if the grammar is improved, does that mean that 
the context has to be improved or changed?

THREE BIBLE STREAMS 

The original manuscripts of ALL Bibles have been lost. All we 
have is copies of copies. Some of them are very old, some of 
them are less old. 

There are three streams of Bibles, actually two, but you'll see 
that in the end. Look closely at the tree with the Bible streams. 
The middle stream has 1900 manuscripts and is the stream that 
lead to the King James Version and every single Bible that was 
written before 1940, except the Catholic and Jesuit Bible. 

The first stream has new manuscripts, but these are very old but 
were found later. The oldest manuscripts come from this stream. 
But does old mean good? Codex Aleph is one of the oldest 
manuscripts and was found in 1844 (this is the youngest find). 
ALL THE MODERN TRANSLATIONS come from this stream. 

The middle stream has the most manuscripts written in all the 
languages of the world. The other streams have very old 
manuscripts but they don't match. What I mean by this is; the 
Bible was copied by hand and translated in other languages. At 
some point in history there were manuscripts that didn't match. 
So what can you do to find the 'original text'? Get all the copies 
back that were written in the different languages and compare 
them. The middle tree has 1900 IDENTICAL MANUSCRIP TS 
Which stream do you think is the original? 

The third stream lead to the Douay version, which is the Jesuit 
version. The Douay version was written to counteract the 
Reformation. The Old Latin and Latin Vulgate are very old. 

In the first and the third stream there are verses gone that are 
written in the middle stream. There are also letters found written 
by church fathers writing to each other. In these letters they were 
quoting verses from the Bible. These quotes are not found in the 
first and third stream, they are only found in the middle stream. 

"We need to understand, that many of the new translations are 
taken from old manuscripts. People think that these are more 
reliable. In actual fact they are saying, that a manuscript found in 
a waste paper basket in a cave in mount Sinai and questionable 
manuscripts from Alexandria in Egypt, are more reliable than the 
Received Text."

A BIT OF HISTORY 

331 AD, Emperor Constantine of the Roman Empire ordered that 
an 'ecumenical Bible' must be written by Eusebius, a follower of 
Origen (freemason), was assigned to this task. Constantine 
ordered this to bring Paganism and Christianity together. These 
were gnostic manuscripts. The early Christians rejected these 
manuscripts because they are not from God. The manuscripts 
went into secret libraries and just lay there later to be dug out as 
'ancient manuscripts'. Eusebius made 50 copies and these 
copies lay in two areas; in Rome (Italy) and Alexandria (Egypt), 
where the esoteric studies took place. 

1481 AD, The Vatican manuscript was discovered in the Vatican 
Library. Just in time to counter the Reformation. The 
Reformation used the 'Received Text' (middle stream).There was 
no other text at that time. Any Bible in any language that existed 
before the year 1900 is 'Received Text'. If you think logically you 
know that God would not hold the truth of the Bible away from all 
generations up to 1481 AD. 

1844 AD, The Sinaitic manuscript (Codex Aleph) was discovered 
at mount Sinai in the monastery of Saint Catherine. It agrees 
closely with the Vatican manuscript. These two manuscripts were 
probably two of the fifty that were written for Constantine. 

CONCLUSION 

So you see, the argument is not King James versus other 
versions. The argument is 'Received Text' versus the two other 
streams that come from the Vatican and mount Sinai. The 
modern Bibles are not based on the 'Received Text'. Do you 
want to know the difference in the Bible of all the three streams? 
There are a lot verses and words crossed out in stream one and 
three. The total amount of words that are not in these 
modern Bibles is 60.000 words! If we should not live on bread 
alone but on every Word of God, how are you going to do that 
when you're missing 60.000 words?!

Instead of searching on what manuscript your Bible is based 
upon, you can go to Revelation 22:14. This is much easier to 
check. 
This is the verse in the good Bible versions: 14 Blessed are they 
that do his commandments, that they may have right to the 
tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city. (KJV) 
This is verse in the wrong Bible versions: 14 Blessed are those 
who wash their robes. They will be permitted to enter through 
the gates of the city and eat the fruit from the tree of life.
